Leonardo da Vinci lived an itinerant life. 
�roughout his career – from its beginnings in the 
creative maelstrom of ��eenth century Florence 
to his role as genius in residence at the court of the 
king of France – Leonardo created a kind of private 
universe for himself and his work.
