Common Rhododendron  
Rhododendron ponticum

The common, or pontic, rhododendron is a large, woody shrub, 
a raffish tangle of  limbs, splays of  glossy leaves and bursts of  
blossom from lilac-pink to bold purple, each flower freckled with 

ochre and orange. Even its woody seed-bearing capsules open to reveal 
warm, eye-catching colours. Most rhododendrons were brought to Europe 
from the Himalayas and further east, but this species is named after its 
home in the Pontic mountains of  northeastern Turkey. 
 Introduced to Britain and Ireland in the eighteenth century, the 
common rhododendron did well in the damp, temperate climate. Too well, 
in fact. It caught on as an exuberant ornamental in the grounds of  stately 
piles, then landowners enthusiastically planted it as cover for game birds. 
Tolerant of  shade and acidic soil, it spread inexorably.
 A vast area of  western Scotland is now colonized, with a profound effect 
on native biodiversity; where rhododendrons are present, almost every other 
species of  plant is at risk. In their native range and without the helping hand 
of  humans, rhododendrons play nicely in the ecosystem, but in Britain and 
Ireland they out-compete local species for light and nutrients. There’s worse. 
Rhododendrons also harbour Phytophthera ramorum (phytophthera is Greek 
for ‘plant-destroyer’), a microscopic fungus-like water mould that attacks 
trees, especially larches, beeches and sweet chestnuts. 
 Many plants have poisonous leaves to deter herbivores, but even 
the nectar of  rhododendron flowers is toxic. While it is deadly to British 
honeybees, bumblebees can shrug off  the poison and have become 
collaborators in the rhododendron invasion.
 Back in the Turkish mountains and along the Black Sea coast towards 
Georgia, the local honeybees have evolved immunity to rhododendron 
toxin. There the bees enjoy copious nectar with little competition from 
other insects, while the rhododendrons have a well-fed pollinator that 
needn’t be distracted by the flowers of  other species. However, people who 
consume the honey are not so lucky. A generous dollop is enough to lower 
blood pressure dangerously and slow the heart. In 69 bc allies of  the Persian 
king Mithridates, pursued by squadrons of  soldiers commanded by the 
Roman general Pompey, deliberately left poisonous honeycombs for the 
Romans to find. Such abundant sweetness was too tempting for the troops, 
who were incapacitated and promptly overwhelmed. The first-century 

Roman naturalist Pliny the Elder warned of  meli maenomenon, ‘mad honey’, 
from the region, but there are records of  copycat ploys by the military 
every few hundred years up to the fifteenth century. 
 ‘Mad honey’ is still collected in the Black Sea area and used occasionally 
as a pick-me-up or a recreational drug to induce a tingling wooziness. It also 
has a reputation for enhancing sexual performance, which doubtless explains 
why most of  the inadvertent poisonings are among men of  a certain age.

Banana (and its relatives Abaca, Golden Lotus Banana and Enset)

Musa spp., Musella and Ensete 

Despite their enormous leaf  blades and often towering height, the 
banana family are botanically not trees, but giant herbs; they die 
back after flowering and their stems are composed of  tightly rolled 

leaf  stalks rather than being properly woody. 
 The familiar banana plant is an ancient hybrid of  two wild species  
that still grow in South East Asia, with small, unappetizing fruit containing 
hard and unpleasant seeds. At some point, early in their 10,000-year 
domestication, bananas became agreeably seedless but therefore sterile. 
Each of  the hundreds of  different varieties – including the starchy plantains 
for cooking, which feed more than half  a billion people – depends on humans 
for propagation; the underground stem is chopped into chunks, which 
sprout genetically identical banana plants.
 After about a year, the banana plants, now several metres high, divert 
their energy into spectacular flowering. A stalk emerges from the top of  the 
stem and grows a distinctly phallic inflorescence encased in specially adapted 
protective leaves, or bracts. One by one the purple bracts peel back, exposing 
a frilly skirt of  a dozen or more tubular female flowers, each of  which will 
develop into a banana without needing to be pollinated. The fruits develop in 
successive layers or ‘hands’, and one flower stalk weighing as much as a large 
suitcase can bear hundreds of  fruit. The flowering stem droops, pointing the 
miniature bananas downwards, but instead of  continuing to grow towards 
the ground, they turn up towards the sun – which is why bananas are curved. 
After maturing for three months, they finally ripen and sweeten, and green 
chlorophyll in the skins breaks down so that the fruit turns a tempting yellow. 
Curiously, some of  the by-products of  this process show up blue under 
ultraviolet light, and are thought to make bananas even more eye-catching in 
sunlight. In a suitably UV-lit nightclub, the luminous pale-blue fluorescence 
of  a ripe banana is an entertaining diversion. (This is a more reliable 
amusement than the baseless 1960s hippie craze of  attempting a cheap high 
by smoking the bitter little strings between the peel and the flesh, which are 
used to transport water and nutrients to the developing fruit.)
 India grows more bananas than any other country, most of  them sold in 
its own markets. There are dozens of  varieties, varying in texture, sweetness 
and acidity, with intriguing flavours; soft as ice cream or with a firm bite; 
freckled or even striped; elongated or stubby. They are yellow, of  course, but

Taking the epigram ‘dressing to kill’ literally, the 

protagonist of the spy thriller Killing Eve has  

the perfect job as a hired assassin. The drama was 

adapted from Luke Jennings’ novels initially by Phoebe 

Waller-Bridge for the first season and then a new writer for 

each subsequent season. It follows the mutual fascination 

between the fashion-obsessive psychopathic killer  

Villanelle (Jodie Comer) and MI5 agent Eve Polastri (Sandra 

Oh), who is seemingly happily married and working for UK 

national security. Where Villanelle projects a general  

demeanour of wry impassivity – solid in her narcissistic 

apparel and convictions – her moral adversary Eve reveals 

an eloquent conflicted angst, set against the blank canvas 

of a subdued and practical wardrobe. 

As the drama and connotations of costume unfold over 

the course of four seasons, among other aspects the fluidi-

ty of Villanelle’s wardrobe mirrors the exposition of her 

appetites. Designed – in season order – by Phoebe De Gaye, 

Charlotte Mitchell and – from season three – Sam Perry, 

dress is wordlessly used to underscore the cryptic psychol-

ogy of the protagonists. As Mitchell records: 

‘To have the freedom and large budget to design and 
style Villanelle was a dream, a key word for her at 
mood-board stage would be “attention seeking”  
but she isn’t always this way, and sometimes as a 
designer you have to decide when your costumes are 

above  In Barcelona on the way to meet her new keeper, 

the dangerous Dasha Duzran (Harriet Walter), an 

ex-Olympic gymnast who was once the KGB’s foremost 

assassin, Villanelle attempts to appear disarming. She 

wears a floral headband and a deceptively prim and con-

cealing, Victorian-inspired, fitted, floral maxi dress with 

leg-of-mutton sleeves by The Vampire’s Wife, a romantic 

and gothic British cult label founded by Susie Cave. 

opposite  Playing the ingénue in a Molly Goddard frilled 

and smocked, shocking-pink tulle dress, Villanelle is 

challenged by her handler Konstantin (Kin Bodnia)  

on her suitability to continue as a hired assassin after  

she has slaughtered not only the original target – a  

witness to her assassination of a mafia boss – but  

also five other people.

F rom the moment Sex and the City first aired in 1998, 

the lead protagonist Carrie Bradshaw (Sarah Jessica 

Parker) became a millennial style icon and the original 

fashion influencer. Based on the book anthology by Candace 

Bushnell, the groundbreaking female-led drama of four 

women navigating the dating scene in New York ended in 

2004. However, it remains available to watch and continues 

to appeal, hence the much anticipated reboot And Just Like 
That…, driven by executive producer Michael Patrick King.

Navigating a very different social and sexual climate, 

the follow-on series picks up on the story of female friend-

ship in the Big Apple as Carrie and her friends – ambitious 

independent lawyer Miranda Hobbes (Cynthia Nixon)  

and happy housewife Charlotte York Goldenblatt (Kristin 

Davis) – hit their mid-fifties. Their personal style remains 

consistent with their thirty-something selves, with adjust-

ments made through changes in lifestyle rather than age. 

Discussions regarding ageing are confined to hair colour and 

the significant facial procedures undergone by some mem-

bers of the cast are not referenced. 

Although Kim Cattrall’s much-publicised absence in 

her role as Samantha Jones from the follow-up leaves a 

comedic vacuum, this is filled in part by Charlotte’s gay 

friend, Anthony Marentino (Mario Cantone), being given 

greater screen time. Carrie is now co-hosting a podcast X, Y 
and Me, together with non-binary comedian Che Diaz (Sara

In this extensively revised and expanded third 
edition, David Raizman addresses international 
questions more fully with the addition of six Global 
Inspiration sections that examine the contributions 
of non-Western traditions, rendering the very notion 
of a ‘national’ design debatable.

the price point of the Valentine, Sottsass 
later questioned some of the negative social 
implications of modern industrial design, and 
his later practice explored new, independent 
directions. The conflict that began to emerge 
between designers and corporate clients 
produced a number of alternatives to post-
war international Modernism during the 
1960s and is treated in greater detail below 
(see Chapter 14 onward).

Miniaturization continued to be a 
determining factor in the design of product 
housings such as televisions, tape recorders, 
and cameras. Japanese company Sony 
pioneered the design of portable televisions 
using transistors as early as 1959, employing 
a thin metal casing around the irregular 
and slightly tapered picture tube, a carrying 
handle, and a steel track to support a visor 
that reduced glare. A similar design, with 
plastic housing, was introduced in 1962 in 
Italy by Brionvega, designed by Richard 
Sapper (1932–2015) and Marco Zanuso 
(see page 297), also emphasizing lightness 
and portability. These designs contrasted 
with conventional, wooden cabinetlike 
housings (often including hinged doors 
to hide the screen) in a variety of period 
furniture styles. Perhaps the most widely 

and even streamlined forms of many 
appliances and office machines in metal 
housings were replaced by more compact, 
rectangular shapes in both metal and 
plastic, while transistor and other electronics 
technologies also tended to result in more 
compact, portable products.

A revealing comparison might be 
between Marcello Nizzoli’s 1948 Lexikon 
80 typewriter for Olivetti (see fig. 11.45), 
and the tapered rectangular Praxis 48 
electric typewriter (fig. 13.10) designed for 
Olivetti in 1964 by Ulm graduate Hans von 
Klier (1934–2000) and Ettore Sottsass, Jr. 
(1917–2007). Sottsass worked as a consultant 
to Olivetti to provide visual unity in the 
design of its Elea 9003 office computer 
system. A further state of refinement and 
compact form may be observed in Olivetti’s 
sleek and rectangular manual portable 
typewriter known as the “Valentine,” also 
designed by Sottass beginning in 1969 and 
housed in a bright red smooth plastic sleeve 
(fig. 13.11). Its color and product name also 
provided the machine with “personality” for 
added appeal directed toward an upscale 
and fashionable youth market, as seen in a 
poster advertisement by Egidio Bonfante 
(1922–2004; fig. 13.9). Disappointed with 

accepted compromise between the appeal 
of traditional furniture and the advantages 
of portable television was the 1965 Sony 
Trinitron, rectangular in form, adaptable 
to built-in shelving or moving stands, with a 
wood-grained plastic laminate surface that 
harmonized more readily with furniture 
and paneling in the domestic interior 
(fig. 13.12). Further miniaturization of 
the speakers and picture tube, and the 
use of remote-control operation, led to 
even more compact and minimal designs, 
characterized by ever-thinner rectangular 
integrated housings in flat-screen televisions 
that can be directly mounted on the wall. 
Sony’s approach to consumer electronics 
acknowledged that miniaturized technology 
dictated a degree of aesthetic conformity 
that was acceptable to consumers. Instead 
of cockpit or dashboard-like features, Sony 
electronic products favored attention to 
user-friendly operation and frequent new 
models without significant changes in 
styling aside from color or lighter and more 
durable materials. One example of this 
strategy was the replacement of reel-to-reel 
tapes with cassettes in the 1970s. Handheld 
mini-cassette recorders appeared in Japan 
in the mid-1960s, while Sony’s portable

manufactured beginning in 2002 by 
the iRobot Corporation in Burlington, 
Massachusetts (fig. 16.28). This automated, 
“intelligent” device, despite its neutral 
appearance, not only reduces or eliminates 
a time-consuming household chore 
(theoretically at least), but also takes on the 
character of a family pet; owners can provide 
names and customize their Roombas with 
distinguishing stickers or painted decoration.

Once the stuff of science fiction, the idea 
of self-driving cars is now becoming a reality, 
and similar to nineteenth-century reactions 
to mechanization, gives rise to fears as well as 
hopes. For some designers as well as writers 
and theorists, the key to the design of robotic 
devices is reducing barriers to our interaction 
with them. The term “uncanny valley” refers 
to robots whose resemblance to human 
beings is so seamless that we feel threatened 
and repelled rather than comfortable 
interacting with them, impeding rather than 
encouraging interaction. For critics, artificial 
intelligence poses a threat to workers, for 
instance to the millions of people employed 
as truck drivers, cabbies, Uber and Lyft 
drivers who fear losing their livelihood with 

Until his announced departure from 
Apple in 2020 to form his own company with 
industrial designer Marc Newson (b. 1963), 
Ive had expanded his role to include software 
(interface) as well as hardware (product 
form, materials, placement of control 
mechanisms, buttons, and so on). Software 
interface explains the success of the Apple 
iPod (2001; now discontinued). Prior to the 
2007 introduction of the company’s first 
iPhone, this miniature MP3 outdistanced its 
competitor Sony, whose transistor radios, 
cassette players, and compact disk players 
formerly had been the acknowledged 

introduced its iMac desktop computer in 
1998, after the return of CEO Steve Jobs 
(1955–2011) to the company after a 12-year 
absence. The iMac launch took place before 
the advent of flat-screen monitors, and 
combined the cathode tube screen with the 
hard drive in a single unit. Led by Ive, the 
design team developed a translucent housing 
in a rounded, contoured, sculptural form, 
with choices of vibrant colors with names 
such as tangerine, strawberry, and lime that 
seemed more suited to flavors of water ice 
than to existing desktops in the market at the 
time (fig. 16.27).

the advent of self-driving vehicles that no 
longer require the service they provide,  
or operators who watch machines do the 
tasks they used to perform manually and 
from which they derived satisfaction.  
Indeed, the history of design demonstrates 
that new technologies entail risks as well as 
advantages whose results may not in many 
cases be predicted; an improvement may 
benefit some but not others, and designers 
may embrace or attempt to reconcile the 
viewpoints of multiple constituencies  
or stakeholders.

Materials Technology and Softness
New synthetic materials and new uses  
for older industrial materials also continue 
to blur boundaries between the natural 
and artificial worlds. Soft materials replace 
traditionally “hard” ones, for instance in 
appliance design, as seen in Italian designer 
Marta Sansoni’s (b. 1963) “Folpo” soft  

industry leader in handheld playing devices. 
In a New Yorker article from 2006 profiling 
Sony Corporation CEO Howard Stringer, 
the subject of the interview turned to Apple’s 
lead in the MP3 market. Stringer (and 
others) noted the appeal of Apple iPod’s sleek 
minimalist design, the company’s marketing 
strategy emphasizing individual expression, 
and attractive features such as the responsive 
wheel (or later touch-activated) scrolling that 
made it fast and easy to see and select from 
a list of options, but the more significant 
consideration in its design was not the ease 
of operation, but the ease with which users 
could access or download content for the 
iPod. Unlike the cumbersome security 
required to download music for Sony’s  
MP3 player, which pre-dated Apple’s 
entry into the market, the iPod much 
more seamlessly connected the product 
to musical content, addressing a software 
rather than hardware issue. In the words of 
the New Yorker writer, “Sony approached 
proprietary digital-rights management as if 
it were guarding nuclear secrets; Apple built 
a security-lite system that could download 
music from the Internet to a computer to an 
iPod so simply that your grandmother could 
get the hang of it while brewing tea.” It was 
the interface that explains the success of the 
product, not the interface with the wheel,  
but with the music.

Personal computers, smartphones, 
and Apple watches represent one path 
of interaction between technology and 
design, facilitating our interaction with 
information through software as well as 
hardware. Another area connecting design 
with technology and artificial intelligence 
is robotics, referring not to products that 
assist us in performing tasks and actions 
but to autonomous devices that operate 
independently and replace the human 
presence. A commercial example is the 
Roomba Scheduler Vacuuming Robot, 

plastic hand mixer (1998) manufactured  
by Alessi (fig. 16.29), whose blades resemble 
flexible tentacles rather than rigid metal 
beaters. In the traditional hand mixer  
the action is mechanical and automatic, 
while in Sansoni’s version the metaphor  
is that of a biological organism, resulting  
in an interface that is personal rather  
than impersonal.

Politics, Technology, and the Media
There are voices critical of fundamental 
aspects of the information age, which 
seems for many to hold out such promise 
for humanizing technology, improving 
the quality of life, and making design 
more inclusive and expansive. Part of 
this criticism is at the structural level; 
that is, the interactive digital technology 
that powers our iPhones, guides us with 
reasonable confidence by global positioning 
technology to unfamiliar places, and

This section will look at different interactive environments – be they 

immersive, screen based or a hybrid of the two – and begin to look 

at how they work together and how they can be utilized to create 

multiplatform solutions that sit across a range of different media with 

a range of different audience demands. Even though we use many 

different devices each day, it is easy to become complacent about 

how we are interacting with them and the established conventions 

that we are using to do so.

not be viewed in isolation but as a group of products that engage your audience 

in different ways.

User testing puts your product in front of real-world users at different stages  

of the design process, giving you important data to fine-tune your product.  

After collecting and analyzing data, constructing personas and investigating 

journey maps, you may feel that you understand who your user is and how  

they are going to use your product, but until you put your creation in front of 

someone and ask them to interact with it there is no way of knowing if they  

will use it in the way that you expect.

User testing

This is where user testing is vital: it helps you to identify what is work-

ing and what needs improving. Each of the different design processes 

we looked at in part 1 included stages for testing throughout a project. 

Testing ideas and presenting them to audiences, be that your client or 

user, is essential in creating a successful outcome for your project.

In user testing, a user is asked to perform a task and talk through 

their thought process while someone observes their actions (fig. 44).  

This observation may be quite informal or it may involve different 

devices to measure a user’s responses as they experience a product. 

User testing needs to be directed and supported. You cannot simply 

ask a user to use your product, you need to give them a task to achieve 

through using your product (e.g., finding a specific piece of informa-

tion or booking a holiday). 

User testing is not about reinventing the wheel – it is often about 

identifying friction within a system and making small improvements. 

Even these little refinements can have a dramatic impact on the 

success of a product. User testing should be used at different stages 

of your design and development process to determine whether your 

product enables your users to achieve their goals with the desired 

ease. Just because one person in your user testing session did 

something unexpected does not mean that everyone will, but if you 

found that six out of eight of your users did the same thing, then there 

is a good chance most other people will as well.

You may wish to make sure that the structure of a website or 

page navigation is clear, or that the content is accessible and visually 

communicating what the product is. Or perhaps you want to test 

out specific user tasks or expected journeys to make sure that these 

are achievable without cognitively overloading the user. You might 

also undertake user testing after your product has gone live to better 

understand why macro or micro user goals are not necessarily being 

achieved. A/B testing and beta testing are two methods that are 

particularly useful for refining your product.

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Behold the realm of the ‘Once and Future King’, Arthur 
Pendragon. Though historians have been unable to confirm 
whether this famed king ever truly existed, tales of his mythical 
medieval kingdom have nevertheless fascinated storytellers 
and readers for centuries. Some legends tell that he was born 
at Tintagel Castle in North Cornwall, but the lands King Arthur 
reputedly conquered stretch across Britain and wider Europe, 
resulting in many layered, often differing accounts of his great 
deeds and the quests of his valiant knights.

Perhaps the most famous retelling of these beloved legends 
is Thomas Malory’s 15th-century text Le Morte d’Arthur, an 
epic tale of chivalry and treachery, hope and tragedy, set in an 
imagined 5th century.

King Arthur Pendragon 1  stands atop his 
famed court of Camelot. Born through 

treachery and magic to the beautiful queen 
Igraine, Arthur was stolen away by Merlin as 
a child and raised as a humble squire. But 
when Arthur pulled the mighty sword 
Excalibur 2  from a stone engraved 
with the words ‘Whoso pulleth out 

this sword from this stone and anvil is 
duly born King of all England’, his 

destiny was set.

Merlin 3 , a great wizard and 
King Arthur’s trusted advisor, was the true 

mastermind behind Arthur’s birth, life and 
reign – for it was he who magically 

transformed King Uther Pendragon 4  into 
the image of Gorlois, Duke of Cornwall 5   
so he could seduce Igraine 6  while her true 

husband lay dying in battle.  

Sir Lancelot du Lac 7  was the most skilled 
knight of Camelot, said to have the strength of 

three men (symbolized by the three red stripes on 
his shield). So feared was Sir Lancelot that other 

knights refused to battle him, so he disguised 
himself as the White Knight 8  by donning silver 

armour. Though Sir Lancelot was Arthur’s most 
trusted, loyal and chivalrous knight, he was fated 
to fall tragically in love with Arthur’s wife, Queen 

Guinevere 9 , thereby betraying his ruler  
and setting in motion the events that  

ultimately led to Arthur’s demise. 

Spying on Lancelot and Guinevere’s love is 
Mordred 10 , the secret son of King Arthur 
and Queen Morgawse, Arthur’s estranged 
half-sister. Mordred’s greatest wish was to 
destroy Arthur’s kingdom: it was he that 

revealed Lancelot and Guinevere’s 
affair to Arthur. 

At the Round Table, Arthur’s famed meeting place where all 
who sat were equal, Sir Palomides 11 , Sir Galahad 12 , 

Sir Percival 13  and Sir Bors 14  sit either side of the Siege 
Perilous 15  – the seat reserved for the most revered knight 

who could find the Holy Grail 16 . This miraculous cup, 
used to catch the blood of Christ during his crucifixion,  

was said to bestow eternal youth on its finder. It was  
Sir Galahad, the purest knight of all, who ultimately 

completed this mighty quest.

Sir Ector 17  and his son Sir Kay 18  
kneel before their king 19 . Sir Ector 
adopted Arthur when Merlin took 

him from Queen Igraine, and he and 
Sir Kay later became two of his 

trusted knights. 

Sir Gawain 20 , a hot-headed 
young knight prone to anger, is 
fighting the Green Knight 21 . 

This mysterious foe appeared at 
the Round Table declaring that 
the knight who could defeat 
him would be doomed to 

die in the same way. 
Gawain beheaded the 

Green Knight and 
 sealed his fate. 

The valiant knight Sir Geraint 22  
stands with his great love  

‘Fair Enid’ 23 , whom  
he married in a lavish 

ceremony with a  
huge banquet. 

Elaine of Corbenic 24 , bearer of the Grail, 
dedicated herself to making the prophesy of 
the Grail Quest come to life. When Elaine 

met Lancelot, she fell deeply in love with 
him. Knowing his loyalty to Guinevere, 

Elaine determined to use magic to 
seduce the knight. When Guinevere 

discovered her lover’s infidelity, Lancelot 
was driven mad with regret. Elaine used 

the Grail to cure Lancelot of his madness, 
but not before discovering they had 

conceived a child together: Sir Galahad. 

Sir Galehaut 25 , a knight and half giant who 
also falls in love with Lancelot, is fighting 

Sir Morien 26 , also known as the 
Black Knight, who travelled to 

Arthur’s kingdom in search  
of his long-lost father. 

Tom Thumb 27 , a boy born 
no bigger than a man’s thumb 
by way of Merlin’s magic, 
became a favourite in 
King Arthur’s court by 

recounting his many 
adventures – including being 

swallowed by a fish.

The large natural waterfall at 
St Nectan’s Glen 28  was a 
holy place that the knights 

would visit before quests to 
bless their swords for battle. 

When Arthur saw in a dream that 
dragons would lay waste to his 

lands, Merlin set out to battle the 
great red dragon 29  and 

imprisoned the creatures at 
Dinas Emrys mountain in 
Wales. The dragons are 
still said to be buried 
there to this day.  

Elaine the Lily Maid of Astolat 30  
fell in love with Sir Lancelot after 
tending to his wounds following a 

jousting tournament. When the knight 
couldn’t return her love, she died of a 

broken heart. Her last wish was to be floated 
down the river in a barge to Camelot, 

holding a letter to Lancelot. 

Nimue 31  was the 
keeper of Excalibur and 

also the Lady of the 
Lake. She protected 

Arthur from the magic  
of Morgan le Fay.

Sir Bedivere 32  was one of 
Arthur’s closest friends and spent 

most of his days by the king’s 
side. Arthur entrusted him with 
Excalibur, which Sir Bedivere 
threw back to the Lady of the 

Lake after Arthur’s death.

Sir Dinadan 33 , a knight 
of the Round Table, was  
a great friend and ally, 

but also a renowned 
practical joker.  

The rhymes and 
ballads he wrote were 

known to make 
members of the court 

laugh so hard that they 
fell from their seats.

Sir Palomides 34  was famed for 
slaying the Questing Beast 35 ,  

a grotesque creature with the 
head of a snake, the body of  

a leopard, the haunches  
of a lion and the feet  

of a hart.

Sir Gaheris 36  and Sir 
Agravain 37  are battling 

Morholt the Irish giant 38 . 
Morholt protected the King 

and Queen of Ireland by 
keeping all Cornish kings and 
noblemen out of the country.

Beautiful Isolde 39 , daughter of the King of Ireland, was 
betrothed to King Mark 40  of Cornwall. Her mother gifted 
Isolde a love potion to ensure her marriage would be happy, 
but during the journey to England, escorted by the gallant  

Sir Tristan 41 , Tristan and Isolde drank the potion and 
fell deeply in love. Though Isolde still married King 

Mark, she and Tristan continued their affair and 
attempted to escape together many times.

Cormoran the Cornish giant 42  is lifting 
rocks from the sea to build the island of  

St Michael’s Mount in Cornwall. He is said to 
have constructed the island from granite 

brought from the mainland and it is fabled 
that the giant’s heart can still be found there.

Morgan le Fay 43 , half-sister to 
Arthur, was a powerful sorceress 
prone to deception. Jealous of her 

half-brother’s rule, she 
transformed herself countless 
times and used love potions to 

bewitch his knights.

Sir Gareth of Orkney 44  defeated the Red Knight 45  
to free the Lady Lyonesse 46  at the behest of her sister, 
Dame Lynette 47 . Sir Gareth, who was King Arthur’s 

nephew, first appeared at Camelot disguised as a 
kitchen boy, seeking to win his knighthood through 

great deeds rather than his lineage. He proved himself 
in battle and made Lady Lyonesse his wife.

Vivien 48 , a sorceress  
who Merlin fell madly in  

love with, used the magical 
secrets shown to her by the wizard to 
trap him in his cave and end his 

infatuation with her. While Merlin was 
trapped, Arthur 49  faced Mordred 50  

at the Battle of Badon. Arthur killed 
Mordred, but in doing so was mortally 

wounded himself.

Above the realm flies King Arthur’s 
Chough 51 , his pet bird and the very 
last native chough to Cornwall. The 

chough was said to be a crow that gained 
its red beak and legs by bathing in the 
blood of Arthur at the Battle of Badon. 

Cornish legend says that when the 
choughs return to Cornwall, it will be the 

sign that King Arthur will return.

MOUNT VENTOUX
France  | 1,909m, 6,263ft

Mount Ventoux rises above the plains of 
Provence like a whale breaking the surface 
of the ocean. It is home to spectacular Tour 
de France rides and one of the most famous 
climbs in the world of cycling. Every year, 
thousands of cyclists flock to the peak to 
tackle its fearsome slopes. Over two hours  
of non-stop uphill pedalling they leave  
behind the olive groves and vineyards of  
the valley and climb steep, forested roads 
before eventually reaching the moonscape 
summit. Here, they may face winds of up to 
320 kilometres per hour (200 miles per hour), 
as well as brutal heat.

In the 1967 Tour de France, British competitor 
Tom Simpson fell into the road here, before 
asking spectators to put him back on his bike. 
He then rode to within one kilometre of the 
summit before collapsing and passing away 
from heat exhaustion. A memorial monument 
to Simpson near the summit is a pilgrimage 
site for many cyclists.

MOUNT VESUVIUS
Italy  |  1,281m, 4,203ft

Looming over the city of Naples like a 
brooding, angry giant, Mount Vesuvius is 
famous for an eruption in 79 CE that covered 
the nearby Roman towns of Pompeii and 
Herculaneum in clouds of ash and molten 
rock. Within minutes, thousands of people 
were killed where they stood or cowered, their 
bodies buried by hot ash and preserved for 
millennia. Scientists believe the temperatures 
were so fierce that they turned some of the 
victims’ brains to glass. The buried city was 
forgotten until archaeologists began digging 
up its ruins in the 1700s, revealing many 
fascinating insights into life in ancient Rome.

Vesuvius stands at 1,281 metres (4,203 feet) 
high, but its height changes after each 
eruption. Its last was in 1944, but it could 
erupt again at any time, and today it is the 
most closely monitored volcano on the planet 
since it threatens the lives of three million 
people. They know that when Vesuvius next 
explodes, there will be very little warning.

LOTUS PEAK
China  | 1,864m, 6,115ft

Lotus Peak is the highest point of Huangshan, 
the Yellow Mountains of China. This 
magnificent, towering landscape of strangely 
shaped rocks, twisted pines, tumbling 
waterfalls, hot springs and mysterious caves 
has been a magnet for poets, artists and 
hermits for over a thousand years. The peaks 
are often swathed in mist, emerging from a 
sea of cloud that hides the valleys and villages 
beneath. These ever-changing vistas have 
inspired the Chinese shan shui (meaning 
‘mountain-water’) style of landscape painting 
that is famous throughout the world. 

The mountains aren’t yellow, they were 
renamed in 747 CE in honour of Huang Di, 
the ‘Yellow Emperor’, a legendary ruler of 
ancient China. One legend tells of how Huang 
Di discovered the secret to eternal life in 
these mountains, while another describes 
Huangshan as the place from which he 
ascended to Heaven. 

TABLE MOUNTAIN
South Africa  | 1,085m, 3,558ft

With its flat top and near-vertical front face, 
the distinct shape of Table Mountain looming 
above Cape Town is known throughout the 
world. The peak rises above the water almost 
as if a block of earth has simply emerged  
from the ocean; the Khoi people used to  
call it Hoerikwaggo, ‘mountain in the sea’.  
A spectacular sight is the layer of cloud that 
often sits upon the mountaintop, spilling over 
its edges – a phenomenon nicknamed ‘the 
tablecloth’.

Table Mountain itself is around 240 million 
years old, though the rocks on the mountain 
are over 600 million years old. It is one of 
the oldest mountains in the world – around 
six times older than the Himalayas and three 
times older than the Rocky Mountains. As 
surprising as it may seem, the landform was 
once the bottom of a valley in a mountain 
chain, but the surrounding peaks have been 
eroded over millions of years, leaving the 
feature that we know today.

VINICUNCA
Peru  |  5,200m, 17,100ft

With its bands of turquoise, pink, green and 
gold, the rainbow mountain of Vinicunca is an 
unforgettable sight. Its name means ‘coloured 
mountain’ in Peru’s indigenous language, 
Quechua. Locals say that until recently, the 
mountain was covered in snow, but this has 
melted due to climate change, revealing the 
colours that lay beneath. 

The vivid stripes are layers of sedimentary 
rock that were laid down millions of years 
ago. Movement of tectonic plates (sections 
of the Earth’s surface that float on molten 
rock) pushed up the Andes mountain range 
and tilted these layers onto their side. Wind, 
rain and snow have weathered the rocks and 
caused their minerals to oxidise, creating the 
colours that we see today. At 5,200 metres 
(17,100 feet), the mountain is almost as high 
as the Mount Everest base camp in Nepal, but 
the risk of altitude sickness does not deter 
the thousands of visitors who journey to this 
unique landscape every year. 

ULVETANNA
Antarctica  |  2,930m, 9,610ft

At the bottom of our planet lies Antarctica, 
the world’s highest, driest and coldest 
continent, where temperatures have dropped 
to -89.2°C (-128.6°F)! In this windswept 
and otherworldly landscape, a granite 
fang juts up from the white desert. This is 
Ulvetanna – the ‘Wolf’s Tooth’ – a peak in the 
Fenriskjeften Mountains. Like all the peaks 
in the area, Ulvetanna takes its name from 
Norse mythology.  Fenriskjeften, the ‘Mouth 
of Fenrir’, is named after the wolf son of the 
god Loki. 

The beautiful and lonely mountain is 
considered the most technically demanding 
peak on the continent. It is steep and 
inaccessible from all sides, with three colossal 
walls rising 1,000 metres (3,280 feet) from 
the icy floor, separated by razor-sharp ridges. 
As well as extreme cold, climbers here face 
hurricane-force winds and altitude sickness 
due to the high latitude. And, because the 
mountain is so remote, helicopter rescue is 
impossible if there’s an accident. 

MERU PEAK
India  |  6,660m, 21,850ft

Few people know about Meru Peak, yet this is 
where you will find the ‘Shark’s Fin’ – one of 
the hardest climbing routes in the world. The 
mountain is not even the highest in India, yet 
the climb is far more difficult than the likes of 
Mount Everest. Those looking to reach Meru’s 
summit need to carry all their own gear since 
there are no sherpas to haul heavy loads as 
there are on Everest. They also need to be 
experienced in many types of climbing, from 
ice to big-wall, whereas Everest does not 
require all of these skills.

World-class climbers had tried and failed to 
conquer the Shark’s Fin for 30 years before 
Americans Conrad Anker, Jimmy Chin and 
Renan Ozturk finally made it in October 2011, 
on their second attempt. During their first 
expedition in 2008, they spent several days 
stuck in their portaledge tent on the face of 
the mountain, waiting for a storm to abate, 
and later abandoned the climb just 150 metres 
(492 feet) from the top, for safety reasons. 
Since their successful 2011 climb, no one else 
has completed this route.

THREE SISTERS
Australia  |  Meehni, 922m, 3,024ft 

Wimlah, 918m, 3,011ft 
Gunnedoo, 906m, 2,971ft

The Three Sisters is the most famous 
landmark in the Blue Mountains of Australia. 
This unusual rock formation was created  
over 200 million years by the water and  
wind erosion of ancient sandstone.

The sisters’ names are Meehni, Wimlah and 
Gunnedoo and, according to Aboriginal 
legend, they represent three women who 
were turned to stone. One story tells of how 
three beautiful sisters from the Katoomba 
tribe fell in love with three brothers from the 
neighbouring Nepean tribe, but tribal law 
would not allow them to marry. The brothers 
decided to take their brides by force, causing 
a fierce battle. To protect the sisters from 
harm, a witch doctor turned them to stone, 
but was himself killed in the battle. Since only 
he could reverse the spell, the sisters remain 
entombed in rock to this day.
