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One of my favorite stories is The Selfish Giant by Oscar Wilde. I discovered this story in 
a library near my home when I was very little. I loved to imagine and imitate the giant’s 
rumbling speech:

“My own garden is my own garden,” I would say in my deepest voice.
And “Who hath dared to wound thee?” I would say. “Tell me, that I may take my big 

sword and slay him.”

It is a magical story of pride, of change of heart, of redemption, and of forgiveness.
When David Miles, the Familius publishing director, suggested we illustrate a new edition 

of this classic work, I was immediately engaged. David and I had spent a number of hours 
together listening to Wilde’s short stories while driving, and we found yet one more thing 
we had in common. A Wilde short story is an unexpected but now obvious addition to our 
publishing program.

To publish a new edition of a classic work takes some naïveté as well as courage. We’re not the first publisher to do this with Wilde. But when David suggested we also expand our 
literary children’s book line and publish Robert Frost’s poem “The Road Not Taken” as a 
picture book, I thought that a very bold idea, indeed. Based on our research, we believe that Familius is the first publisher to ever do this. Frost is one of my favorite poets, and I have 
frequently quoted him to my children. This seminal poem that explores the inescapable 
results of choice might seem an odd choice for a children’s picture book. However, as I read 
and reread that poem, I believe that children are very capable of understanding that “way 
leads on to way” and that sometimes we may not “ever come back” to where we started. And 
as with all great children’s books, they can be read and enjoyed on a child’s adventurous level as well as an adult’s experienced level. Good picture books are a wonderful medium that can 
span generations.

Perhaps we’ll find as we read these stories that, in addition to simply enjoying them, we can be less selfish and more forgiving of those around us and of ourselves. Perhaps we can find courage to take our own road less traveled by and find that our journey and personal 
growth has made the difference to ourselves and to our families.

Twice, in the 1580s, the English tried to establish 

a colony at Roanoke Island on the coast of 

Carolina. Twice they failed. After the initial voyages 

of John Cabot in the 1490s, interest in America 

waned. Late in the reign of Elizabeth I tensions 

with Spain required an American military outpost. 

Leading this effort was Sir Walter Raleigh, the 

handsome son of a prominent family. He had 

distinguished himself fighting in France and Ireland 

and was one of the Queen’s favorites. In 1585 he 

sent a 108 man expedition to plant the flag on tiny 

Roanoke Island off the coast of present day North 

Carolina. Unfortunately, Roanoke had barren soil, 

poor water supply, and was located in the dangerous 

waters of Cape Hatteras. 

On this first attempt, the settlers arrived at 

mid-summer and were saved from starvation by 

the Roanoke clan, part of the Native American 

Algonquian confederation.

T H E  L O S T  C O L O N Y

In 1587, England made a second attempt to create 

a military outpost on the outer banks of today’s 

North Carolina. This Roanoke Island colony was led 

by John White. To create a permanent settlement, he 

brought families with him including several pregnant 

women. White’s own granddaughter, Virginia Dare, 

was the first English child born in the new world. 

Of the Native American confederation in the 

area, only the Croatoan tribe remained on good 

terms with the English. This convinced White that 

only a substantial re-supply could insure the colony’s 

survival. He returned to England to organize aid for 

Roanoke. He was delayed because of the attack of the 

Spanish Armada (1588) and did not arrive back in 

America until August 1591. He found the settlement 

deserted. Only the cryptic word,  

“C R O A T O A N” carved in a tree offered a clue as 

to the fate of the Lost Colony.
